“Overseas Practice Exercise (E) ”

The Department of Dryland Science offers the course “Overseas Practice Exercise (E)” (1 credit),
which provides practical, field-based learning opportunities overseas. This course is usually conducted
in April; however, in the 2026 academic year, the program has been postponed to December due to
the recent deterioration of the situation in parts of the Middle East.

As a result, some of the students who had originally been selected to participate have withdrawn from
the program. Therefore, we are reopening the application process and inviting students to apply again

as outlined below.

1. Course objectives:

The objective of the Overseas Practice Exercise (E) course is for the participants to gain first-hand
experience of various challenges and issues in dryland agriculture that are taught in course lectures.
The students will be able to deepen their understanding of how the issues at hand are structured
and what technical elements and challenges are involved in trying to address those issues. This
becomes possible by learning from the researchers and technicians in the field and by participating
in discussions with the local farmers and residents in Morocco.

This program consists of preparatory lectures on specific projects and the associated field-visits
in Morocco accompanied by professors and experts in the field. The course is offered entirely

in English.

2. Goals:
Through the preparatory research and the subsequent field-visits in Morocco, the course

participants will develop the overall ability to address the challenges faced in drylands.
